w Recommendation

Immediate Outbreak Response

- Timely investigation & tracing, vaccinate promptly and comprehensively, quarantine or humanely euthanize suspecte
monitor outbreak systematically.

- Interagency coordination: LAOs & DLD & public health share data, plan responses, and implement field actions.

Long-Term Strategy

- Sustained, timely, and systematic surveys and mass vaccination, including alternative methods (e.g., oral vaccination))
270% coverage. °

- Sterilization and population control, especially for strays.

Public Awareness & Community Engagement

- Risk communication, promote vaccination, responsible feeding of stray dogs, strengthen surveillance, and provide
education with clear reporting channels.

- Collaborate with NGOs and local partners to enhance sustainability and effectiveness.
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+ Recall and social desirability bias: Participants may have underreported their knowledge or practices.
+ Underrepresented groups: Only people at home or in local shops were surveyed, while factory workers or shift workers were
excluded. As a result, only 56% of the KAP sample were collected from the affected areas.
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
