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Evaluation of the achievement of the project for the extension of
egg-laying hens - egg ducks to enhance the household economy

Abstract

Project for the extension of egg-laying hens - egg ducks to enhance the household
economy Chachoengsao Province Under the plans/projects aimed at rehabilitating the
economy and society as listed in the Royal Decree, the Ministry of Finance is empowered to
borrow money to solve problems, heal and restore the economy and society affected by the
epidemic of infectious diseases. Coronavirus 2019 is a project at the Chachoengsao Provincial
Livestock Office. It is the main responsible unit for implementation in 2021. The achievement
evaluation is an evaluation after the project has been completed (Post Evaluation) for a
period of time with objectives 1) to evaluate the achievement of the project to promote egg-
laying chickens - ducks. Eggs to support the household economy 2) To assess the satisfaction
of farmers and 3) to study the problems and obstacles In the implementation of the project
to promote egg-laying hens - egg ducks to enhance the household economy. This study was
conducted from a sample group of farmers participating in the project to promote the raising
of layer chickens - egg ducks to enhance the household economy. Chachoengsao Province
Out of a total of 3,000 people, a Simple Random Sample was conducted by calculating a
sample of 353 people using Taroyamane's formula, with 353 respondents representing 100
percent. The evaluation results found that Most of the farmers were male (51%), aged
between 50-59 years (34.0%), average age 52.35%, 63.2% before participating in the project,
and knowing about the project from the village headman/Kamnan 88.4%, farmers. Most of
the participants in the project were ready to raise 95.8% of laying hens/laying ducks, 100
percent of laying hens/laying ducks were trained, 88.9% received inputs in July 2021, All
farmers received 100 percent of 30 kilograms of egg-laying hens/duck feeders, one set of 100
percent of water tanks/feeders, one roll of 100 percent plastic nets, and three packs of poultry
medical supplies. 100%, 87.0% of egg laying hens/egg-ducks received from the project, 81.9%
of egg farmers/laying ducks, and 81.9% of income and expenditure records were not recorded.
Animal husbandry 96.6%, total yield from breeding laying hens/ducks until February 2022
averaged 1,278.81 eggs, most of which yielded 601-1,200 eggs, 52.4% average daily yield of
7-9 eggs, hundreds. 69 each .7 , household consumption 82.7% , did not buy more breeding
chickens/laying ducks 97.7% and bought additional animal feed and supplies 92.1%. On
average, farmers spent 2,106.48 baht on additional food and equipment purchases , Farmers'
overall satisfaction with the training course was at a high level (x=4.12). The most satisfied

item was the understanding of the content and the utilization of laying hens/egg-ducks

(x=4.16), followed by suitability of the training site (x=4.14) and the lowest mean was the
training duration (x=4.08) , respectively. Overall production was at the highest level (X=4.25).
The most satisfied item was the chicken/laying-duck breed received (x=4.34), followed by
the water tank/feed bucket received (¥=4.31), laying hen/duck feed received (x=4.28) ,
poultry medical supplies (x=4.28) and plastic net received (¥=4.26) respectively. The overall
picture was at the highest level (Xx=4.33).
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
